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CRITERIA  FOR  MARKING  PLACEMENT  FILES

General: The work should be clearly presented, well structured and written in grammatical English.  Referencing should be complete and should follow APA style as shown in the Programme Handbook.
The following three components must be included: 

1. A rationale is offered for key aspects of the work undertaken and its basis is psychological theory/research is indicated.

2. Evidence is presented that shows the placement objective(s) for that submission have been addressed.

3. There is evaluation of the outcomes of the work and of learning from it.

If any of these three components is missing or incomplete the work will be rated ‘unsatisfactory’ and a resubmission required.

To be rated ‘Good’ the important additional element running through key components of the submission is critical analysis and reflection (rather than mere description).  

Ways in which this may be illustrated include:

1. critique of aspects of research studies used to present a rationale for the work 

2. the presentation of alternative approaches the EPiT considered using with evaluation of their strengths and weaknesses

3. analysis of data collected is used in evaluating outcomes

4. use of a structured framework to promote critical self-appraisal

To be rated ‘Excellent’  In addition to critical and reflective analysis, effective integration of theory, research and practice should be apparent in the use of the psychological literature to inform and reflect on practice.
Feedback on each submission will be provided using the following proforma.
