1. Course Committee
The Course Committee will be comprised of UCL staff, Hospital Infection Society members and Health Protection Agency Staff and will supervise all aspects of the course. Each module will have a Module Tutor who will be a member of the Course Committee.

2. Module Tutor
Each module will be lead by a tutor(s) who will have responsibility for all aspects of supervision of the module and the progress of students on the module.  The Module Tutor(s) will supervise and review all course material relating to their module and submit it to the Course Committee for scrutiny.

3. UCL Supervisor
The UCL supervisor will be a Faculty member and will take responsibility for all academic issues relating to the each student under their supervision.

5. Local Mentor
The local mentor will facilitate the students progress through the course but is not expected to be able to offer either expert advice or detailed academic support – they are the first point of contact and support.
