Geography Classification – some key areas

GEOGRAPHY A; for general introductions to geography and reference materials

GEOGRAPHY D; for mathematical geography, including cartography, remote sensing, and GIS

GEOGRAPHY E; for physical geography

GEOGRAPHY F; for biogeography, including ecology and general works on ecosystems

GEOGRAPHY H; for human geography, incuding sections on sociology, demography, population, migration, urbanisation, political geography, globalisation and conservation and sustainable development.

GEOGRAPHY J to XS; for regional geography
Within the regional geography section some of the most important sections are:

GEOGRAPHY J, JA OR JB 100; geography of Britain, England or London

GEOGRAPHY K or KA; geography of Europe or EC

GEOGRAPHY K TO N; geography of European countries

GEOGRAPHY P; geography of developing countries generally

GEOGRAPHY PA; geography of Near and Middle East

GEOGRAPHY Q; geography of Africa

GEOGRAPHY R; geography of Asia and the Far East

GEOGRAPHY S; geography of Australasia and the Pacific Islands

GEOGRAPHY U; geography of United States of America

GEOGRAPHY W; geography of Latin America
Within these sections, there are subdivisions. So, for example a book on China will be at the shelfmark RC.

A number indicating the subject area will follow the letter denoting a region. A book about the Chinese economy will have the shelfmark RC 70.

Do check the catalogue to find out exactly where a book is located (this will also tell you whether the book is out on loan).
