Fit Bodies: Statues, Athletes and Power – Competition
Guidelines and Rules

Concept

What is a fit body? What do we mean by ‘fit’? Athletic? Attractive? Slim? Medical?

We would like to see some alternate views of physical fitness. The concept is based on the idea of Greek sculpture having an ideal naturalistic physical body while other statues have been considered stylised and ‘unfit’. The idea of what is an athletic body has changed over time; for example, compare photographs of athletes in 1900 to those of today. The role of fitness has also changed in society; the Ancient Egyptian Pharaohs had to prove their physical fitness every 30 years in Sed festival and, though today such physical prowess is not expected from our political leaders, arguably we prefer tall and slim Prime Ministers / Presidents in the Anglo world.  This competition is looking for fun, thought-provoking and critical responses to this theme.
Guidelines

The main point is to provide a thought provoking exhibition that is provocative in a positive way around athletics and athletic bodies. We are interested in an image that responds to the idea of 'Fit Bodies' in every sense of the words or phrase, but does not cause offense or is unsuitable for a family audience to look at. We are following guidelines laid down by the British Board of Film Certification for ‘Parental Guidance’: http://www.bbfc.co.uk/classification/guidelines/pg/
Discriminatory language or behaviour is unlikely to be acceptable unless it is clearly disapproved of or placed in a  educational or historical context.  Natural nudity, with no sexual context, is allowed. Sexual activity may be implied, but should be discreet. Mild sex references and innuendo only.

Exhibition Duration and Practicalities

Up to 10 photographs or graphic works will be chosen by a panel of judges. They will be printed, mounted and framed and the winning students will receive them after the duration of the exhibition in the Petrie Museum of Egyptian Archaeology.  The winner will receive £100 in Amazon Vouchers.

The exhibition will be accompanied by panels in the museum exploring 'fit bodies' and athletics ancient to modern. In addition poster panels may be put up in the South Cloisters display space.  Duration of exhibition: Friday 1 June – Saturday 15 September 2012 approx

1. Photographers / Artist
· Must have been over 18 years of age on 1 September 2011

· Must be registered UCL students – undergraduate or postgraduate

· Can submit up to 3 works

· Must supply their name, address, telephone number and email address and title of work (if relevant) with each piece.

· Warrant that they are fully authorised and entitled to enter into the agreements contained in these rules, in respect of all rights in the work including ownership, copyright, moral rights, the rights of any people depicted, names, trademarks, designs or works of art depicted in the photographs.
· Agrees that the work submitted may be exhibited at the Petrie Museum, South Cloisters and elsewhere in University College London (UCL).

· Agrees that UCL may reproduce any exhibited works for the purposes of marketing, promotion, discussion and education in direct connection with the Fit Bodies exhibition and competition. UCL also reserves the right to reproduce images for core non-commercial purposes online as a record.

· The photographer / artist will be credited where possible for their work in every use by UCL.
2. The ‘Works’

· Must be the artist / photographer’s own work

· Can be black and white or colour

· Must be able to be printed from a high resolution original image

3. Submission

· All photographs must be received by 12pm Friday 23 March. They can be delivered as a hard copy (a A4 print) in person or posted to the Petrie Museum of Egyptian Archaeology, UCL, Malet Place, London, WC1E 6BT, or 600dpi images (jpegs or tiffs) under 10 Mb emailed to FitBodiesCompetition@gmail.com
4. Judging

· The decision of the judges is final and no discussion or correspondence can be entered into. The judges reserve the right to vary the prizes or not to make any award.

· The competition is judged on an equal and anonymous basis.

· Artists / photographers will be notified of the judges’ decision by Friday 11 May 2012.

· We will contact entrants by email.

· The overall winner will receive a prize of £100 in Amazon vouchers

5. Exhibition

· Up to 10 images will be exhibited until the end of September 2012.

· Winners can collect their framed works at the end of the exhibition date and have 4 weeks from the take down of the exhibition to collect them from the Petrie Museum. They will be notified when the exhibition will finish.
