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LOCATION OF THE INSTITUTE OF ORTHOPAEDICS & MUSCULOSKELETAL SCIENCE (IOMS)
IOMS is located in Building 6, not far from the main gates.  There is plenty of general car parking near to the Institute, which you can use without charge.  
Please note the RNOH/Institute of Orthopaedics & Musculoskeletal Science is not within walking distance of the rail stations or Edgware underground station.  Stanmore underground station is the nearest, but it is at least a brisk, mainly uphill, 20 minutes walk to the hospital main gate.
PLEASE NOTE THE INSTITUTE CAR PARK IS FOR INSTITUTE STAFF ONLY.

Road

	From M25
	Leave at Junction 23, take exit marked A1 southbound, go straight over the first roundabout (Burger King restaurant and Shell garage on right hand side).  Continue through two sets of traffic lights and then straight over roundabout at Spur Road to next roundabout at Brockley Hill, and turn left.  The main gate to the Hospital on the right immediately after the bus stop.

	Leave at Junction 19.  At roundabout at end of slip road take second exit to A41 (eastbound towards central London).  Passing left hand fork towards St. Albans continue on A41 until Brockley Hill roundabout (Esso garage on left hand corner).  Turn right up Brockley Hill.  The main gate to the Hospital on the right immediately after the bus stop.

	
	

	From M1
	There is no access from the motorway northbound.



	
	Southbound:  Leave at Junction 4 where slip road joins the A41.  Continue to first roundabout at top of Spur Road.  Go completely round the roundabout back along A41 and left at Brockley Hill roundabout.  The main gate to the Hospital on the right immediately after the bus stop.

	British Rail
	The nearest stations are Mill Hill, Watford and Borehamwood.

	
	

	London Underground
	Stanmore (Jubilee Line).  There is a minicab office based at the station called “Jubilee Cars” from where you can take a taxi to the Royal National Orthopaedic Hospital (approx. 5 minute journey). Stanmore Station (Jubilee Line) – no direct bus connection.



	
	

	Buses
	Edgware Station (Northern Line) – Bus number 107 is the local bus service.  There is a bus stop outside the main gates of the hospital.  This bus will take you to Edgware Station and Shopping Centre or to Borehamwood station.




	Hospital Minibus Service
	There is a free hospital shuttle service, running Monday to Friday, from 6.00 am – 9.30 pm on an hourly basis.  This serves Stanmore and Edgware Stations and through the hospital site on a continuous round-trip, regular service.  

The shuttle operates at approximately 30 minutes past each hour from Edgware Station and 40 minutes past each hour from Stanmore Station.  Further details and a timetable are available on:
