MNA West London Mixed League

2002-2003 season (November - March)

General information for participants

The league will be played at the Hayes Manor Sports Centre, Hayes Manor School, Wood End Green Road, Hayes, Middlesex on Sunday afternoons from 10 November 2002 (open day)  to March 2003, with a break over Christmas (no games on 22/12  or 29/12).  The current intention is to run two divisions of 6 teams, which will mean each team plays 10 matches over the playing season – although this is subject to confirmation, as we could raise the numbers to 7 teams and 12 games subject to demand. 

The Hayes Manor site has an indoor court which is reserved for our use (outdoor courts are also available) with full showering and changing facilities, a viewing gallery, and ample car parking (the best way to reach the centre is by car). There is also a good pub across the road  which provides lunches! All games will be full 4x15 minute quarter games, officiated by independent umpires provided by the league, and will be played between 12 noon and 6pm. A full timetable will be provided immediately before the start of the season. 

As the inaugural MNA-sponsored league, we are running on a not-for-profit basis and offer excellent value for money, with the cost for the whole season (including umpiring) being just £245 per team, of which £145 is payable in advance to secure your team’s place and the balance by 15 December. 

We will also try to place individual players wishing to participate with clubs looking for additional players, and may run an extra team specifically for unplaced players if numbers permit.

We fully intend to extend the league in the future, and will be looking to increase the number of teams and divisions for spring and summer sessions.  We also plan to hold an end-of league tournament in March, and other events in the summer – so watch this space....

We very much look forward to welcoming you to the league, which we hope will quickly grow into the top mixed league in London!
