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The development of writing systems and modes of literacy have frequently been identified as having important roles in the development of states and complex societies.  However, this is still not fully understood and many aspects of this theme in the development of ancient societies remains to be clarified.  It is a theme which has relevance to many different ancient societies and forms of writing, ranging from ancient Egypt and the Near East to the prehistoric and classical Mediterranean, and from early American cultures to the Roman empire and beyond.  However, these regions are all too often studied in isolation.  This seminar aims to attract speakers working on aspects of the development of writing and literacy in any ancient society, and seeks particularly to explore the linkage (if any) between the development of writing systems and literacy and evolution of complex state societies.
