ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

In order to be considered for a Bartlett Master's Scholarship candidates must:

1. 
[a]
hold an offer of admission to a Bartlett Masters programme;



or

[b]
have submitted a complete application for a place on one of the Faculty's programmes 

(MA/MLA/MArch/MPA/MRes/MSc/MPlan) to start in September 2020 by 3 April 2020;


or

[c] 
be continuing as a modular/flexible or part-time student from an earlier session;



and

2. 
have total funds available at the start of the programme that do not exceed £14,000 (full-time study) or £28,000 (modular/flexible or part-time study);



and

3. 
be able to meet all other remaining costs associated with studying on the programme including tuition fees and living expenses.

Scholarships will be awarded to the 10 most deserving candidates either holding an offer of admission or currently enrolled. (Please note it normally takes an average of 6-8 weeks to complete the admissions process so if you do not already hold an offer of study please apply as soon as possible - and no later than 3 April 2020.) Candidates who have applied for or are holding other forms of funding will still be considered but if successful in being granted other UCL funding will only be offered one award.
The deadline for receipt of all applications is 16:00 (UK time) on Friday 3 April 2020
