Bartlett Travel Awards and Scholarships
Guidelines for Applicants

1. Scope
In previous years, The Bartlett Faculty Travel Awards and Scholarships have supported Bartlett undergraduate students to undertake independent travel to another country. This year, given the ongoing Covid-19 travel restrictions and varying rates of vaccination worldwide, we will fund creative contributions from students on their local area instead.
Students can respond to this prompt in any way they wish, and contributions could cover questions such as:

· What inspires you in your local built environment?

· How have you seen or experienced your local area differently in the last 12 months? 

· What challenges have you noticed in your local built or natural environment? 

Submissions can take any format, within the following guidelines:

· Written – max. 500 words, typed in MS Word.

· Photo essays – photos in original high resolution, in JPEG or PDF.

· Films – shot in landscape and uploaded to YouTube or another hosting platform, or if you want to send a file, MPEG, MP4 and MOV are fine.

· Audio – MP3 or MP4 files.

2. Funding available

The three available scholarships (Henry Herbert Bartlett Travel Scholarship, Owings Travel Scholarship and Maggie Scruton Memorial Travel Scholarship) will be combined into one fund, open to students wherever they are in the world. Students do not need to specify which fund they are applying to.
We will reward each submission with £50, providing it is of a good standard. 
3. Eligibility

All undergraduate students registered on undergraduate programmes of study in the Bartlett Faculty of the Built Environment are eligible to apply. 
4. Criteria used to assess applications

All submissions will be considered by a team of Bartlett Faculty staff. Given the open-ended nature of the call, there will no formal assessment criteria in place. Please note, submissions may be published on The Bartlett's website or social channels. Students who provided a successful submission can opt out of being featured on the Bartlett’s web or social channels at the point their successful submission is confirmed if they prefer. All submissions, if of sufficient quality, will receive a reward of at least £50.
5. How to apply
Applicants should email their contribution along with the application cover form, available from the Bartlett website to Ian Lewis (i.lewis@ucl.ac.uk) by Friday 11 June. It is not necessary to submit these guidelines with the application.
The deadline is Friday 11 June 2021.
6. Claiming your award

· You will receive email confirmation of the outcome of your submission by Thursday 17 June 2021.  
· Prize winners may be contacted by email to complete a Student Bursary Form, where you will be asked provide your bank details for payment. We aim to process payments within 2 weeks of submission. All payment queries can be directed to samina.miah@ucl.ac.uk
· The submissions will be processed as quickly as possible, please do not contact the administrator or committee members if you have not received notification; we will inform all those who take part individually.
