	        We pay respect to the Centenary of Dvořák’s death by playing one of his finest and most deeply felt works. The musical language is a blend of Czech folksong with Brahmsian classicism, while its dark colouring and emotional intensity reflect the composer’s sorrow at the recent death of his mother.  The strong opening theme, capable of infinite development and variation, is contrasted with the lovely second theme introduced by the ‘cello. The second movement, a graceful Bohemian dance, rises to a passionate climax, but is tempered with a peaceful and lyrical central section. After the serene slow movement, the only movement in a major key, the vigorous Finale takes the form of a Czech Furiant with cross rhythms and offbeat accents. After some dramatic moments towards the end, we arrive at a happy and tranquil close in F major.
