Joseph Spooner’s work as a soloist, chamber musician and recording artist has taken him across the UK, France, the Netherlands and Russia. He developed interests in both contemporary and neglected repertoire (especially English and Russian) while studying on scholarship at the Royal Academy of Music (1990–92). His work since then with various contemporary music ensembles (notably Continuum and New Music Players) has included performances at major festivals and broadcasts on BBC Radio and Channel 4. Joseph’s interest in neglected repertoire has led, after much research, to performances and recordings of previously ignored works. Audiences have greatly appreciated hearing these pieces alongside better-known works, and critics have warmly praised Joseph’s discs and the initiative they entail. Joseph plays a Nicholas Vuillaume cello of c.1865 and is proud to be the dedicatee of Alwynne Pritchard’s Danaides and Errollyn Wallen’s Spirit Symphony: Speed Dating for Two Orchestras.

Joseph was formerly a postgraduate student at UCL (1986–90), during which time he completed an MA and PhD in Greek papyrology under Professor Herwig Maehler. He has very fond memories of his time here and particularly of playing for the Chamber Music Club. His first performance was with Professor Nicolas Coldstream (Beethoven Sonata no. 3), and he subsequently played a number of sonatas with Professor John Lindon (including Rachmaninov, Miaskovsky, Brahms and Kabalevsky), as well as the Brahms Clarinet Trio, and one of the Brahms piano quartets. The experience proved invaluable.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Kathryn Mosley was born in New Zealand, and won an Associated Board scholarship to study at the Royal Academy of Music in London, where she completed a Masters degree. She performs regularly as a soloist and chamber musician throughout the United Kingdom, Europe, and New Zealand. Radio broadcasts have included Beethoven’s Piano Concerto no. 2, Centrifugues by John Rimmer, and recitals of works by Liszt and Debussy. Kathryn combines a wide-ranging teaching career with examining for the 
Associated Board of the Royals Schools of Music, duties as Assistant Organist at Chelsea Old Church, and Ph.D. studies at Goldsmiths College, University of London.
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
