Programme notes

The Tadige Singers (pronounced tar-digger) was formed in 1972 as a sub-group of the UCL Madrigal Choir. Their debut performance was as part of a UCL Chamber Music Club Christmas concert on 6th December 1972, although it was not until a CMC concert in March 1973 that the group’s name first appeared.

Although all the members of the group had other non-musical careers to follow, over the next twelve years they gave nearly 100 concerts and recitals not only at UCL but also in and around London and as far afield as Swindon, Milton Keynes and Birmingham. During this time their repertoire grew to cover an extensive range of mostly unaccompanied choral music, both sacred and secular, modern and old, serious and frivolous. They had occasional changes of personnel, but they always maintained a high musical standard which earned them a high reputation both within and outside UCL.

Unfortunately the career commitments of some of the members forced the group to disband in the mid-1980s, with their last UCL concert being the Chamber Music Club’s Christmas concert in 1984. For the next 20 years the members of the group largely went their own ways both geographically and socially, but all have kept music and singing as an important part of their lives.

In the 1980s, for a short while before moving to Sheffield, Sarah Last was a ‘reserve soprano’ member of the Tadige Singers and before moving away had been diagnosed with early stage MS. Sadly, late in 2004 she died from complications of this MS, and so in September 2005 the group reformed to give a short recital in her memory and to raise funds for the Multiple Sclerosis Society. As well as raising over £800 for the MS Society, this event proved such a success that the group has since met once a year to give a fund-raising concert in the home area of one of the group’s members. The group would like to meet more often, but the logistics of getting all the members together from as far afield as France, Canterbury, Leicestershire and York makes this very difficult.

The group’s members are delighted to be able to return to UCL for their anniversary concert particularly as it falls on the very same day that the group first sang together forty years previously, and they would like to thank Elizabeth Mooney, Jill House and all those from the current CMC membership who have helped to organise this concert. For this celebration the group is presenting a range of music from their repertoire which follows a typical Tadige concert format, starting with madrigals and sacred music and moving on through folksongs and barbershop quartets to light hearted arrangements of popular songs. The Christmas pieces in the concert are three of the four pieces the group sang in their very first concert at UCL on 6th December 1972. The Singers are also delighted to welcome Keith Attenborough, who with Elizabeth Mooney will be providing a short instrumental interlude during the concert. Keith is a past member of the UCL Chamber Music Club and performed in many concerts and recitals at UCL in the 1960s and 1970s, he has also in the past joined the Tadige Singers in some of their concerts.
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
