trainee progression on placement

Feedback form for registering serious concerns about progression at the midpoint of the placement 
This form is used to register serious concerns about trainee progression on placement. It indicates that (unless progress is made) the supervisor would not recommend that the placement be passed (i.e. they would be minded to refer the trainee to the Examination Board). 

The form is usually completed after the Mid-Placement Review (MPR). It is assumed that concerns about progression will have been raised explicitly with the trainee and detailed in the MPR report.

This form is not a substitute for the usual Supervisor's Feedback form, which is completed at the end of the placement.  

How the form is used
The form should be sent to the MPR visitor. They will pass it to the Examination Board, and a clinical viva will be scheduled (this will take place as soon after the end of the placement as is practicable). 

If the trainee is able to demonstrate improved and satisfactory performance in the remaining part of the placement the supervisor should inform the course (usually via the MPR visitor). At the discretion of the Examination Board the clinical viva can then be cancelled. If there is no evidence of progress the viva will go ahead as scheduled.
