Title: Periodic, almost periodic, and not periodic at all problems
Abstract
Most of my talk will be devoted to the spectral problems for periodic operators. I will describe the origins of these operators, their applications and the most interesting mathematical questions arising in the study of them. In particular, I will discuss the Bethe-Sommerfeld conjecture which was formulated in the 1930's and has been proved by me only recently. I will also discuss other classes of problems, like almost-periodic or random operators, where the application of the ideas coming from the study of periodic operators turns out to be quite fruitful.
