Abstract

The study of the mysterious duality that intertwines the algebraic and geometric structures occurring in nature has been a major preoccupation of mathematicians through the ages. The last half-century has seen a robust convergence of numerous strands of this connection into the subject of arithmetic geometry. Persistent recasting of a single object in a complementary fashion using both numbers and figures has led to a unified perspective on a wide-range of mathematical inquiries as well as to the resolution of long-standing conjectures. We give a brief outline of this history and indicate some possible developments of the near future.
