PURPOSE OF THE STEERING GROUP

The SSG is a body set up by the Senior Management Team and has the authority to make decisions according to these terms of reference, without the need for formal ratification by the SMT.
NOMINATION OF THE CHAIR 
The Chair is nominated by the Provost, to act as their representative as UCL’s accountable

Person for sustainability. The Chair will be an academic representative of the UCL Senior 

Management Team. 
TERM OF OFFICE

The Chair will hold the post for a minimum of three academic years. 
RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CHAIR
The Chair has overall responsibility for the Steering Group’s business. In particular, the Chair should:

· Fully understand the Steering Group’s remit and know the limits of its business and powers;
· Be proactive in taking forward the Steering Group’s business. 

· Manage the Steering Group’s business to ensure that it is conducted as efficiently and effectively as possible, both during and between meetings. 

· Represent the Steering Group at UCL Sustainability events (where possible)

· Present relevant updates the UCL senior management team 
· Where appropriate, escalate non-conformance arising from internal and external audits of the UCL Environmental & Energy Management Systems to academic departments and the UCL senior management team. 

· Keep the usefulness and fitness for purpose of the steering Group under review in consultation as necessary with other steering group officers. 
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
