Minutes of the AGM of the Society for Reformation Studies 2004

Chaired by Professor Ian Hazlett
1) Election of the Chairman for 2004-06


Dr Bruce Gordon was elected as Chairman of the Society for Reformation Studies (2004-06); proposed by Dr Paul Ayris and seconded by Dr Ian Hazlett

2) Reformation & Renaissance Review


Dr Ayris, as Executive Editor, reported that the Society’s Journal was progressing well. The title had transferred to yet a third publisher, Equinox Publishing, and would move to three issues a year from 2005.


Conference stressed the desirability of creating a combined subscription for membership of the Society and for receiving the Journal. The Secretary and Treasurer agreed to look at this and to report back at the 2005 Conference AGM. PA promised to send CM a list of attenders at Conferences over the last 3 years and an up-to-date Membership List.


Dr David Selwyn stressed that the Treasurer should become Membership Secretary and that this role should be separated from the role of the Secretary, who would henceforth become Conference Secretary. PA and CM agreed to look at this proposal and to report back to the 2005 AGM.
3) Monograph publishing


In view of the recent change of publisher for the Journal, it was agreed not to proceed with this matter at this time.

4) Statement of Accounts for the year preceding the 2004 Annual Conference


Dr Methuen explained that there had been some difficulty in handing over the accounts from the previous Treasurer, Dr Carl Trueman, who had moved with his family to an academic post in the USA. Dr Methuen promised to give a statement of account for the Society’s financial transactions for 2004 at the 2005 Annual Conference. Dr Methuen indicated that, before Conference dues for 2004 were taken into account, the Society’s balance in its current account stood at xxxxxx.

Dr Selwyn asked if it would be possible to pay the subscription for Society membership by direct debit, and CM agreed to investigate this.
5) Date and possible subjects for the Annual Conference 2005


It was agreed that the subject for the 2005 Conference should be Renaissance and Reformation, proposed by Dr Ayris, and that links with the Renaissance Society of America’s Conference in Cambridge on 7-9 April 2005 would be investigated.

It was suggested by Dr Selwyn that invitations to Keynote Speakers should go out in advance of the 2005 Conference. Dr Ayris agreed to do this for Keynote Papers in future.
6) Any Other Business
